                                          Biography       

DEJLIGT is the new DEJLIGT project of Matteo Dainese (Ulan Bator, Here, Sem, Meathead, Jitterburgs, Bikini Bandits and Warfare) and Enrico Molteni (Tre allegri ragazi morti).

Dejligt, Danish for “cute”, was born in Autumn 2005 in Copenhagen with the intention of acoustically exploring material Dainese developed over the past few years.

"The desire to be understood crosses linguistic boundaries, injecting English lyrics with melancholy, into the heart of a party." 

This live launch will also involve the brave bass work of Enrico Molteni already on "Feed the Dog" (Matteite/Venus-2007).

                                       Matteo Dainese 

Matteo Dainese started his drumming career in 1993, playing in both the freak noise Italian band JITTERBUGS and the Italian-Slovenian punk band WARFARE.

Then in 1994, merely 18 years old, he was asked to join the band MEATHEAD (led by M. Teho Teardo of Matera), with whom he released 3 albums and several singles in just a few years.

In 1998 Dainese laid drum tracks that were sampled for the first recorded album of Here, the new project of Mauro Teho Teardo (Meathead) and Jim Filer Coleman (Cop Shoot Cop / Phylr). After the release of this album, "Brooklyn Bank", he went on to collaborate live with HERE , which led to a contribution on the follow-up EP "A Bit of Red".

In 1999 Dainese officially joined post-rock French band ULAN BATOR, with whom he toured as well as released four albums, among them, 'Ego Echo' (Sonica /Virgin - Italy; Young God Record - USA) produced by Michael Gira (The Swans), and a few videos for MTV (Europe).

In 2002 Dainese moved to Newcastle (UK), working with both Ulan Bator and his new solo project SEM. During this time he began to experiment with different instruments as well as some vocals.

2003 saw the release of his first promo recording of the SEM project, produced by Mauro Teho Teardo, with a special collaboration by Troy Von Balthazar (Chokebore).

In 2004 " I Can't Be Arsed" a single by SEM ( also self-produced) was chosen as part of the sound track of a CCTV full-length feature movie by Vassilis Katsikis, CL Production (2004 Critic Award at Thessaloniki Film Festival).

And in the Spring of 2005 Dainese collaborated one final time with Ulan Bator on their " Rodeo Massacre" album (Jestrai-Venus).

In December 2005 his DEJLIGT project toured Italy, followed by an early 2006 stint in the UK and Ireland with New York's Apollo Heights (formerly The Veldt) and Newcastle’s (UK) Brothers Yemen.

He will kick off 2007 with the February release of "Feed the Dog", the first full-length album from DEJLIGT on Matteite Records, distributed in Italy by Venus.

                                      Enrico Molteni

For 10 years Enrico Molteni has been a  member of Tre Allegri Ragazzi Morti (literally translated, he is one " happy dead guy" ). With the bass over his shoulder, he's been touring up and down Italy, playing nearly 1000 gigs during the span of his career.

At the same time he manages (with the rest of his cleverly masked band) his own recording label, La Tempesta (releasing albums for artists Giorgio Canali, Moltheni, and Melt). Molteni also co- runs the cultural association Knifeville that releases albums of bands from Maniago (ITA) like Ten Thousand Bees and Oliver and there he also organizes in live events of national and international artists.

Molteni has played in and enjoyed the project DEJLIGT with his friend Matteo Dainese since 2005.
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
